Trade specific publications or organizations–typically have articles about tax and finance affecting that industry or profession

2)      Money or Inc magazines – have some general interest articles that are helpful for education purposes – not too expensive

3)      Kiplinger is a financial news provider of magazines and newsletters – modestly priced and more specific 

4)      CPA firm web sites have great newsletter and they are FREE – simply find a large CPA firm in your area and subscribe – believe it or not they won’t call or solicit you

5)      IRS.gov is a great web site and they have good information – most educational

6)      Financial web sites – banks, stock broker’s, life insurance companies – usually have great resources available and often free white paper’s or newsletters, yes sometimes if you sign up these sources may call and solicit business. 

7)      Seek courses or training at your community college’s or schools

I really encourage people to first go to the government sites, adult education courses through schools and the library for their education and training.  

 Libraries have unbelievable resources and they are free.   My favorite libraries are at the Universities because they have more resources specific to tax, business and legal issues.   As an example if you had a unique tax issue you want to go to a University Business School or Law library, they will have very specific resources about tax; business issues that will help you reach a higher level of education and understanding to know who to engage to help you solve your challenges.  I have always found librarians to be very helpful to help me get started – another free resource. 
One word of caution, I use the internet a lot on many business and tax issues.  Unfortunately on the internet there are many resources that have offerings too good to be true.
